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Fiachna Ó Braonáin is a singer, songwriter and guitarist born 27, November 1965 in Dublin, Ireland. Although perhaps best known for his work as a founding member of internationally successful rock band Hothouse Flowers and more recently with as lead singer of PreNup he is also now working as a television presenter and composer.

Fiachna Ó Braonáin’s history: 

Attended Scoil Lorcáin, Monkstown, Co. Dublin 1970-1978, Coláiste Eoin, Stillorgan Rd, Co Dublin 1978-1984 and University College Dublin 1984-1986.

In 1985 Fiachna co-founded Hothouse Flowers and started playing around Dublin and Ireland quickly getting the attention of major record labels and international music publications such as Rolling Stone, NME and Melody Maker. He also was part of Dublin street act and Hothouse Flowers alter ego “The Incomparable Benzini Brothers” which won Street Entertainer of the Year in 1985.

1988: Released debut album “People” featuring the hit single “Don’t Go”. It remains the most successful debut album in Irish history. It reached number 2 in the UK album charts and was number 1 in Ireland for many weeks.

1990: Released “Home” featuring hit singles “Give it Up” and “I can see clearly now”. Reached number 3 in the UK charts and number 1 in Australia.

1993: Released “Songs from the Rain” featuring the hit singles “An Emotional Time” and “This is it”. 

1998: Released “Born” featuring the hit singles “You can love me now” and “Forevermore”.

1999: Co-produced Hothouse Flowers “Live” album.

2004: Released “Into your Heart” featuring the hit single “Your Love goes On” reaching number 3 in Ireland.

2007: Formed PreNup with Cáit O’Riordan and Dave Clarke. Co-wrote and co-produced their debut album “Hell to Pay” which was released in the US. 

2008: Released PreNup debut album “Hell to Pay” in Ireland and worldwide on iTunes.

2009: Released PreNup “Live” worldwide on iTunes.

Fiachna has completed his first solo album “Bougainvillea” to be released in 2010. 

Fiachna has also throughout his career appeared in numerous TV shows as guest presenter or featured artist.

1992: Lovejoy: Fiachna plays himself in an episode of the popular TV series which featured Hothouse Flowers playing opposite Ian Mc Shane and Joanna Lumley in an episode which saw the bands priceless harp being stolen from backstage.

1998: Cuairt na Cruinne/Above the Clouds: Fiachna traveled to Peru with Dermot Somers where they explored the Inca Trail to Macchu Picchu and climber the highest equatorial peak, Huascaran, playing tin whistle to Quechua sherpas along the way. 

2005: Mo Laethanta Saoire: Fiachna shows us around Carraroe, a Gaeltacht village in Connemara where he holidayed during his childhood and introduces us to local characters such as his friend, singer Tomás Mac Eoin and sculptor Edward Delaney He also sings sean nós songs he learned from his great uncle Vail Ó Flathartaigh who was a local farmer.

2005: This Note’s For You: Fiachna discusses the magic of songwriting as part of this documentary series. He talks about the writing process focusing on hit songs he wrote or co-wrote such as “Don’t Go” and “Your Love goes On”. He also undertakes a challenge to write a song to camera with You’re a Star performer Áine O’ Doherty. The song “I’ll keep you guessing” was written and recorded in a day and presented successfully to record executive Thomas Black.

2006: Glutton for Punishment: Fiachna shows celebrity chef, Bob Blumer around Dublin and challenges him to explore the gastronomic delights of  the city all the while sticking to a diet of Guinness.

2008: Cartai Poist: Fiachna takes off to the Dingle Peninsula to recreate three old postcards featuring people and places that were photographed many years ago. His mission was to locate the people and the places and to recreate the scenes, which sees him doing some detective work around Dingle and the surrounding area.

2009: Glas Vegas: Fiachna appears as a judge on the TG4 talent series which aims to discover a new star act and send them off to Las Vegas.

Cowboys: Fiachna presents a half hour documentary on the Gunfight at the OK Corral for TG4

2010: An Cór: Fiachna presents An Cór, a four part music series on RTE aired in 2010 as part of RTE’s Seachtain na Gaeilge celebrations.

All Ireland Talent Show: Fiachna appears with Aidan Power and Dustin as guest pundit on the All Ireland Talent show Backstage.

Taoiseach: Fiachna composed the original score for the TV3 series on the history of the office of Taoiseach in Ireland.

Tracks and Trails: Fiachna copresents an episode in the RTE series Tracks and Trails alongside Aidan Power.
