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Geraldine received the ITVA award for best production with her graduation film ‘Total Recall’. In ‘96, she wrote and directed her first feature film ‘THE SUN, MOON & STARS’. It received Best Comedy award at the Florida Film Festival, USA. Her second feature CHAOS/DEATHGAMES won the audience award at the Luxembourg Fantasy Fest 2001. Her documentary work includes a trilingual docu-drama for the Irish language station TG4, and two  ‘Hidden History’ projects ‘Guns & Chiffon’ &  ‘Who was Gunner Mason’ for R.T.E. Since 2007 she has produced and directed over twenty hours of television for the WYB series based on social and spiritual issues in Ireland today.

CROI TE NA hAIFRICE - The Warm Heart of Africa. TG4 June 2010
A documentary examining the extraordinary work of Br Aidan Clohessy  at the St John of God Mission in Mzuzu, Northern Malawi as seen  through the eyes of two transition year students from Newpark Comprehensive School Blackrock, Co Dublin. The story concentrates in particular on the Umoza Street Children project and the combined involvement of three Irish Volunteer organisations,Venture Malawi, Umoza Challenge and Wells for Zoe in Ireland and Malawi. 

WOULD YOU BELIEVE documentary series -  2010 RTE

Fair City, Mean Streets  - Tommy O'Neill is a writer and performer. Currently he plays the cop, Deegan in Fair City. O'Neill's past is not well known, he did time - five years (reduced to two and half) and it was this experience which led him to writing and ultimately acting. But the truly unusual thing about O'Neill is the fact that he gave himself up to the police after hearing a voice that he describes as God. 

Wasting Time with People? - The word homelessness sounds self explanatory, but in relation to people who either sleep rough or use hostels and night shelters, homelessness is merely a symptom of a more deep-seated set of problems. For this reason, the solution is more complex and difficult than just the provision of housing. Alice Leahy, Director and co-founder of TRUST feels those on the margins of society are no better off now than they were 35 years ago when TRUST first opened its door. WYB spends a week visiting the centre, meeting friends and volunteers of TRUST and discovering what inspires this former nurse from Tipperary to keep going 35 years on. 
‘O SISTER WHERE ART THOU?  WYB One hour special  ‘09

Anna Nolan journeys back through her childhood and the decision at 19 years of age to become a nun. The documentary follows Anna back into her past where she confronts her decision and her attempts to find the novices who trained with her over twenty years ago. The silence from many reveals an unwillingness to go back. Was it too painful, are they embarrassed, have their families been disappointed? And the ones who stayed, why are they unable to speak? The women she does finally meet, share stories of leaving a church that they found too limiting, too controlling, not open to change and essentially not willing to allow women reach their full potential as nuns. 

O’Gorman documentary series RTE Sept ‘09

A six part series with Paddy O’Gorman (queuing for a living) talking to those affected by the recent downturn in the economy. From Cemetery Sundays to holidaying in Ireland to visits to the cash converter shops – the new sub-prime pawn shops in all our major towns – Paddy O’Gorman takes a walkabout Ireland to hear ordinary people’s extraordinary stories whether on the dole queues, at a car auction or country market or visiting a cemetery, a charity shop or a new fangled pawn shop street stories are infectious and affecting. 

WOULD YOU BELIEVE documentary series  ‘09 RTE

Living on the Edge - The controversial Shell gas pipeline in Mayo had divided a community. This documentary is a very personal account of one family’s struggle to continue living on their farm at the edge of the western seaboard. Willie and Mary Corduff’s farm is reclaimed bogland. Their objections to a pipe going through their land are purely health and safety issues yet they feel they have been demonized by the media. This documentary is a frank and personal testimony of courage and faith by one family who will not give up the fight for a healthy and safe environment for their children and grandchildren to grow up in. 
FLESH & BLOOD  ’09 RTE - 40 min documentary  

Paddy Doyle’s mother died when he was four years old.  Six weeks later he witnessed his father tragically hanging from a tree in the front garden of the family cottage at Yoletown in Co. Wexford.  With no one to look after him, Paddy was sentenced to be detained in an industrial school. Here, Paddy underwent beating after beating when he complained of seeing a man hanging in his dreams. His one holiday to a distant relative at the age of seven ended in tears and the discovery of a sister he did not know he had. He would not see her again for five years. This documentary brings Paddy and his sister Ann back to Wexford in search of their mother’s grave and the truth behind rumours that they are not really brother and sister. 

WOULD YOU BELIEVE documentary series  ‘08/’09 RTE

Monks of Moyross – The Bronx Brothers from New York set up home on a council estate in Moyross,  Limerick. The film takes a rare look inside the monks living quarters and the reactions of the community around them.
Soul mates (Anam Cara) – Two families from different parts of the country were brought together by the deaths of their children. Rachel and Eoin were given the same diagnoses on the same day – an in operable tumor that would eventually kill them. It was a tragedy that resulted in the two mothers setting up  an organisation called Anam Cara. This poignant documentary traces the final year of both children and the struggle for their families. 

Rise  - Frances Black talks frankly to reporter Roisin Duffy about her journey through alcoholism, addiction, relapse and recovery to when she became an addiction counsellor with a dream for the future; to set up The RISE Foundation - a charity to help families who have loved ones in addiction. Frances firmly believes that addiction is a soul sickness and a disease that affects the whole family and not just the individual. She is hoping to establish an Addiction Education and Awareness Centre for Families on Rathlin Island where she and her siblings spent their childhood summers. 
Wicca Ways - Barbara Lee, a white witch for almost thirty years now, lives on a suburban street in Killiney. Barbara’s daughter Rhiannon, a talented artist and poet was only eighteen years old when she died of cancer. For nearly a year Barbara nursed her daugter through her final days. She has only recently started getting back to work. In this documentary Barbara talks about her belief system and how it got her and her son Oisin through the death of their beloved Rhiannon. 

Living on the Hill - In Summerhill, Co. Meath there is a quiet revolution happening. This revolution is taking place in a prefab at the back of the doctor’s surgery .  The inspiration behind it is a local woman  committed to community. THIRD AGE – a community based organisation for older people was set up by Mary Nally ten years ago.One of the first projects Mary started within third age was a help line for seniour citizens which is manned by volunteers from Thrid Age. This helpline quickly became a nationwide service and is now in 2010 an international service.

Boy’s Own - Pro Cathedral in the heart of Dublin is home to the Palestrina all boys choir. It has been here for over 100 years.  In 1900 Edward Martin wrote of ‘the deplorable laxity which permits such unaesthetic customs to prevail as the singing of women in choir’ ……I wonder what he’d think of today? This documentary follows the boy’s at song and auditions for a new all girls choir. Move over Boy’s Own, here come the girls! 

 ‘LOOKING FOR A MIRACLE’ 1 hr special  ’07
WYB /RTE

More than five and half million people passed through the sanctuary gates at Lourdes in 2008. All celebrating the 150th anniversary of MARY’s apparition and most, looking for a miracle. The Irish have been coming to Lourdes since the early 1900’s. It is thirty seven years since Triona Phelan’s mum, Breda came here in 1972. She was to die a year later. Like her mother, Triona developed cancer. It is only four months now since she finished chemotherapy. Triona wants to go to Lourdes to retrace her mothers footsteps. Triona and her family travel to Lourdes on their own steam but most Irish peple come as part of a pilgrimage. One person searching for a miracle with the Ardagh Clonmacnoise  group is Mary Claffey from Longford. Mary has the same ovarian cancer as Triona but unfortunately she is at an advanced stage. Hearing of Mary’s illness Triona wants to meet her at the grotto to talk about their similar situations. Approx 42,000 particiapted in the candlelit procession that Triona and Mary attended the night they met. The atmosphere was electric like a masive rock  concert. Mary Claffey died two weeks after the making if the documentary. Triona has survived cancer and is living happilty with her family in Wicklow. 
FLESH & BLOOD    ’08 - 40 min documentary 

Piecing together information from M15 and KGB files this documentary traces the story of the idealistic and independent Goold Verschoyles brothers from Donegal. We meet Piotr, the surviving son of Neil. When his father was deported from Russia in 1938, Piotr was sent to an orphanage. They would not meet again for twenty two years. The documentary also delves into the mystery surrounding the Brian, the youngest brother –‘The fact that both he and Neil landed in Russia and yet there was no closeness between them, Brian was completely isolated from everyone he loved ….that’s the saddest thing’, says Alasdair Goold Verschoyle, (nephew ). And the tragedy of the brother’s story is the information in the KGB file which reveals why Brian was never to return. 

WOULD YOU BELIEVE documentary series  ’07/’08

Silent Witness - the life and work of Artist Linda Graham who suffered from Mutism as a child

Perfect Disorder - Emer Healy is a young teacher from County Clare struggled with Anorexia Nervosa for seven years.” I could hear this inner voice going, I hate myself, I really do and I think that was the first time I ever really made the connection between body size, fat and my life’’. Emer takes us through her, at times, vicious cycle of self-harm and starvation, which would ultimately end up in periods of hospitalisation, followed by deep despair. This is also the story of her father Eamon Healy, a recently retired member of the gardai, an assuming family man who had no idea what ‘anorexia’ was, let alone how to treat it. He tells of his family’s fraught struggle to understand the disease and at the same time to get Emer the help that would save her life.
Song for My Son – It is twenty-six years since Mia Parsons gave her son up for adoption yet to this day she still remembers the pain of the separation. It is a pain that even going on to have more children has not lessened. Mia has three further children and is also a grandmother to her daughter Clare’s three year old. Now a separated parent, Mia lives with her children in Kilcoole, County Wicklow. This documentary takes her on a search for the son she gave up all that time ago.

Fall from Heaven on Earth - The inspiring story of John and Margaret Curran who, against the odds, kept a marriage and a family intact despite a tragic fall that left John paralysed from the neck down over 30 years ago.

Leading Lady – At 86 years old Gladys Sheehan is still working. She has susrvived the death of a husband and eldest son and has single handedly brought up her two disabled children. Gladys is a well known drama teacher and actor ( she had roles in films including Ryans Daughter and Into the West). Gladys takes us on a trip down memory Lane and into the hub of her garden shed where new generations of aspiring actors keep her young at heart. 
THE EXILE FILES - One hour Documentary ’06   TG4
Tracing trade and migration between IRELAND and FRANCE from 1600 to 1815 using journals and letters from Irish exiles, soldiers, beggars, princes and gentlewomen. Creed writes, produces and directs this tale of migration and uses exclusive primary source material i.e. letters, journals, manuscripts interwoven with interviews of descendants. EXILE FILES/Lettres d’Exils received development and production finance from TG4, the Irish Film Board and Foras na Gaeilge. It will be broadcast on TG4 Autumn ’06

GUNS AND CHIFFON - 1 hr documentary Hidden History RTE ’03
Charting the personnel accounts of women who were imprisoned in Ireland during the turbulent times that saw the dawn of the twentieth century. Programmed includes original interviews with Maud Gone and Cuman an mBan members who took an active role in the 1916 rising and the Civil War. Produced by Nuala Carr Paradox Pictures. 
INSIDE OUT Half hour documentary    TV3 
‘01
About the rising social problem ‘self-harm’ and in particular ‘self-mutilation’ in Ireland. Broadcast on TV 3’s 20/20 series.
